Purposes, Values and

Every 15 years, Unitarian Universalist
Congregations are asked to review
Article Il of the UUA Bylaws. Last June,
delegates to General Assembly
overwhelmingly (86%) voted to further
explore the Purposes, Principles

(Values) and Sources (Inspirations). This

year, we will be asked to vote on
whether to adopt them as a new
foundation which ties UU's together.

Continuing the Conversation
About Article Il

When the proposed Article || UUA
Bylaws revision was presented at
General Assembly last June, delegates

voted to continue the conversation about

a revision, and bring the proposed
revision to a final vote in 2024.

The UUA has released the Final
Proposed Revision to Article II.

On December 7, 2023, the UU World
published an article titled As Unitarian
Universalist Reassess Core Beliefs,
Article Il Study Commission Reflects
on Progress Made.

A group of Unitarian Universalists
concerned that the proposed revision
abandons our liberal religious heritage

will be sold for a small fundraising fee
(perhaps about $20-$30), and Cedars
will be the beneficiary. Sales will begin
in March, and events will take place
between April and October.
